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¢ Inthe spring of 2018, the Sunflower House Learning Center and Youth Garden Club was created
as a community outreach garden project for youths in 2nd through 5th grades. The objective of
the program is to serve and interact with youth in our community providing practical,
vocational, and a life-skills “seed-to-table” gardening, horticulture, environmental conservation,
and beautification.

¢ Learning historical information, participating in community events, engaging in “hands-on”
activity sessions with garden tools in the soil, planting, weeding, watering, decorating with
annuals, and adding natural garden elements like rocks is the central focus of the program.
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
